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Senior commercial finance analyst

You will assist in budget and forecasting processes, identify trends and propose actions, utilising this analysis to drive positive decision making. Additionally, this role will support on reporting requirements for the team. This role requires excellent communication skills and a strong ability to develop robust relationships, demonstrating real impact towards meeting our strategic objectives.
Alongside the below key responsibilities detailed below, a senior analyst is expected to lead on one or more critical business area – below are examples and subject to change dependant on business need;

· Leading team development and training 
· Leading as a subject matter expert/specialist e.g. data or AI
· Leading growth i.e. complex bids/retenders for a Market 
Key Responsibilities:
· Contract Management

· Business partner Operational teams, with other central departments and external bodies where necessary
· Support decision-making through financial sensitivity analysis, scenario planning and contract remodels
· Proactively seek sustainable efficiencies within contracts to enhance financial performance
· Provide relevant financial reports to both internal and external stakeholders, attending meetings to provide clear explanations as required
· Assist in the development of business cases and performance improvement plans
· Growth and tenders

· Undertake pricing models for service and regional growth – highlighting key risk and opportunities and providing sensitivity analysis where required.
· Cross-functionally partner with non-finance teams to build appropriately risk-rated, commercial tenders

· Manage the financial implementation of new wins and support with post win negotiations
· Budget and Forecasting

· Complete detailed bottom-up budget and forecasting with budget holders in line with business cycle, including longer-term forecasting 
· Support the Commercial Finance team together with Operational and Central Management in the review, challenge and approval of budgets and forecasts
· Month end/managing accounting
· Undertake management accounting processes at month end including; variance analysis, providing insight that looks beyond the numbers and identifying key performance drivers to inform future plans
· Presentation of month end performance to Management where deemed appropriate

· Where there is contract underperformance, agree and present contract improvement plans with budget holders and senior management.
· Other

· Support the delivery of the finance business plan and continuous improvement of the team
· Provide ad-hoc finance modelling or other support as needed, challenging assumptions

· Act as finance representative on wider business projects as relevant to role

· Escalate any risk or opportunity as they arise
Skills/Experience:

· Studying within Commercial Finance is desirable, however for certain routes of progression and roles as the business requires, qualifications (i.e. ACA/CIMA/ACCA) may be essential
· Experience of working in a commercial, analytical or management accounts role is required
· Strong communication and interpersonal skills to build and maintain relationships
· Confidence to challenge and offer recommendations to deliver business benefit

· Highly motivated, logical and commercially minded with a can do attitude
· Ability to work autonomously, with a proactive and creative approach to problem solving
